Introduction
To response to the drying out of nature resources and reduce the speed of green house effect, the application of advanced metering infrastructure (AMI) is considered as the most effective solution, and the deployment plans are currently carried out worldwide. So far, economies in Europe such as Italy and Sweden have completed the national wide deployment, and more such as Great Britain, France and Spain are carrying out their plans.   

25% of world population lives in the APEC region and 57% of world GDP is contributed by this area. As a result, the trend of development in the APEC region affects the whole world deeply. To improve the existing power network system for better energy efficiency and reduction in power demand, smart grid (SG) is proposed to offer solutions responding to these issues. Communication network and sophisticated software are both required to analyze the cases of power demand and generation to achieve automatic power dispatch and load management. The smart metering infrastructure which can collect complete information is considered as the starting point of SG.
Many APEC economies have started their AMI deployment plans. For example, China has started its AMI deployment and aimed to achieve SG in 2020. Other economies such as Australia, Japan and Korea also carried out their deployment projects aiming at building up the operation technologies and promoting this industry. In Chinese Taipei, the AMI deployment plan has been granted, and the scale is about 6 million smart meters. 

To deeply analyze the industry relationship within smart grid, experts from the U.S.A., Europe, China, Japan, Korea and Chinese Taipei will be invited to present the development strategies and current status of smart grid/AMI in each economy during this workshop on 24th and 25th of August at the Taipei International Convention Center (TICC), Chinese Taipei. This warming invitation is from Chinese Taipei, and hope you are available to attend this workshop to share your unique ideas with attendees for the development the green energy industry.
