  Positions of figures and tables are at the tops and bottoms of columns. Please avoid placing figures and tables in the middle of columns. The larger figures and tables in the paper may span across both columns, but the format should be adjusted to be consistent with this guideline. Figure captions should be centered below the figures and table captions should be centered above the tables. Please avoid placing figures and tables before their first mention in the text. Use the abbreviation “Fig. 1,” even at the beginning of a sentence.
